The 21* International Water Industry Expo(2024 WATER KOREA)
was successfully held under the theme ‘Cooperation for a World of
Clear Waters'. It was hosted by the Korea Water and Wastewater
Works Association and Daejeon Metropolitan City, and sponsored by
the Ministry of Environment, the Ministry of the Interior and Safety,
the Korea Water Resources Corporation, and the Korea Environment

Corporation. 2024 WATER KOREA saw participation from (34

ompanies and organizations across 505 booths.

In an effort to promote and encourage the export of the water
industry, an exhibition called the ‘Export Company Pavilion’was
organised, featuring companies with notable overseas sales records.
Additionally, various seminars and associated events were held with
the participation of the government, academic societies, companies,

research institutes, and related organisations.

The exhibition was ZELE RN AEIMEN 0 attendees amid

high interest from professionals in the water industry sector, with
government, local governments, public institutions accounting for
50% of the visitors, indicating significant interest from related officials
and organizations. 2024 WATER KOREA, which commenced with
an opening ceremony, took place over three days in an

At the exhibition, 166 companies participated to showcase their
products and technologies. The export consultation area within the
exhibition was significantly expanded from the previous year, hosting
including the USA, Spain, Indonesiga,

Purchasing managers from seven ordering parties, including Gumi City, Cheorwon County, and Korea East-West Power, were
invited.
